Often census records will not declare “Germany” as place of birth.

The Census takers were to record this as follows:

1850-1880 — German STATE (e.g., Prussia or Preuf3en; Bavaria or Bayern; etc.)

1900-1910 — “Germany”

1920 - City or Province (e.g., Darmstadt, Hamburg, etc.)

1930 — “Germany” (if birth locale is still in the German Empire) or the County in which the

birth locale is situated in 1930 (e.qg., the village of Edesheim was in Bavaria in 1850, but
in

the Palatinate — Pfalz — in 1930, so someone born there in 1850 would declare
“Palatinate”

on the 1930 census)
